These 
systems have been operational since the 
beginning of March, 2010. Odor control 
sampling is ongoing at both at the NWWTP 
force main and gravity main headworks
buildings and continues to show positive 
results. 

The second phase of the project included the 
installation of two biotower units at the two 
NWWTP headworks buildings. These towers 
capture air from wastewater flow entering the 
plant and remove hydrogen sulfide from the 
captured air.  The biotowers have been 
constructed by the manufacturer Siemens

Chemical feed 
systems wereconstructed by the manufacturer, Siemens.  

The installation of the towers was conducted 
by SEMS, Inc.  Construction was completed in 
November 2010.
