There are three wastewater treatment
plant projects at the South WWTP. The
plant's wet weather treatment capacity
will be expanded to accommodate the
predicted peak flow of 200 million gallons
per day (mgd) after peak shaving storage
and to accommodate wet weather flows
from the Central WWTP, which will be
consolidated with the South WWTP. The
wet weather treatment capacity
improvements will be accomplished in
two projects.

The
purpose of these projects is to bring the
plant in compliance with current
discharge limits.
